My dear brother:

I hope e'er this reaches you that old Charley will have neglected to enter satisfaction as P. A. Brown tells me.  In case he does not then you can compel him to pay as damages 1/2 of the amount of the mortgage.  And which I beg you to compel him to do and let no advice cause you to do otherwise as he richly merits it.





I should like you to lease the Farm called Home as you proposed to do in case you cannot make a sale of it for $7,000 or $8,000 - or barter it at $10,000 for city property.  The Edgeworth my quarter I wish you to sell or barter it as soon as possible.





Have you ever recovered my debt from the Englishman, Bayles and also what are our prospects from J. B Billbrough.  As internal improvements proceed, I hope something may yet be had for Stoddartville property and the Bedford County Lands as well as the Virginia and North Carolinas.
